Dear friends,  

Over the next few years we will see our community change. These changes are     

motivated by evangelization, mission and responsible use of our parish resources. 

One element of the masterplan involves catholic education. The Code of Canon Law 

states that it is the responsibility of the Parish Priest to provide opportunities for   

catholic education for young people (cf Can 776). Furthermore, the Churchõs teaching 

on Catholic Schools states: òThe Catholic school is committed to the development of 

the whole person, since in Christ, the perfect man, all human values find their       

fulfilment and unity.ó This ideal is achieved through all aspects of the curriculum. 

Spirituality is not an optional extra but is central and foundational to learning. My 

priority in re-establishing a catholic primary school at Rosebery is to support and  

encourage parents and children as they grow in Gospel values. While I am Parish 

Priest, I will encourage strategic ways we can be involved in the life of the school. 

While we have to respect and adhere to the civil regulations particularly around the 

governing of schools it is also important to establish that the school is a parish school 

for parish children.  It will also have to be a missionary school that responds to where 

people are at with their faith. My vision for the school is that it is deeply grounded in 

catholic values and that it employs teachers who share these values.  

May the Spirit guide us. 

Procedure for attending Mass from 4/5 July: 
1. You must register by phone or email. 
2. On arrival at the church sanitize your hands, get 
your name marked off and sit in pews with a green ôsit 
hereõ sign. Physical distancing is still required unless you 
live in the same house.  
3. At the end of Mass before you leave you will need 
to wipe down the pew you were sitting in with the special    

    hospital grade wipes provided.  
4. If you are sick, have even mild flu/cold symptoms DO NOT ATTEND 

MASS. 
5. Printed bulletins are for single use only. Take the Parish Matters with 

you. 
6. The liturgy should be simplified in the ways previously   directed  eg no 

presentation of gifts, no singing. 
7. Holy water removed from stoups. 
8. Receiving Holy Communion by òmaking a throne for the king with our 

handsó (St Cyril of Jerusalem) remains normative in Australia in the 
ordinary form of the Latin Rite and is recommended during this 
COVID emergency; great care should be taken when exercising the 
option of Communion on the tongue; while clergy should receive  Holy 
Communion under both kinds from the sacrifice confected at that 
Mass, the faithful shall only receive the Body of Christ. 

9. Contact details of all those entering the church (name and phone   
number or email address of one adult in each family) must be recorded, 
either by registering online or signing up at the door. 

10. Please wear a mask during Mass in line with health advice from NSW 
Government.

The Dempsey Medal is awarded annually by the 
Archbishop of Sydney to members of the Catholic 
clergy and laity. 
 
This Honour is named in recognition of a lay      
Catholic pioneer from Sydneyõs early European    
settlement. James Dempsey was transported to    
Sydney in 1802 for his involvement in the Vinegar 
Hill rebellion in Co. Wexford. 
 
The home of this Carmelite tertiary was used to   
preserve the Blessed Sacrament and became a     
gathering place for Catholics with recitations of the 
Rosary each weekday and Vespers on Sundays during 
the period when the colony was without priests for 
almost a decade from 1810. Dempsey was an Irish 
stonemason who oversaw the building of the first 
bridge across the Tank Stream, the military barracks, 
the Rum Hospital and the original St Maryõs          
Cathedral. 
 
The Dempsey Medal seeks to encourage and to    
recognise outstanding contributions and service by 
members of the Sydney Archdiocesan community to 
the local Catholic Church or the wider society.     It 
is primarily intended to recognise those who have 
made an outstanding contribution in the context of 
their local parish. 
 
Kevin Lupton is receiving the Dempsey Medal at 
7.30am Mass for outstanding service to the         
community. Congratulations Kevin.

whatever you loose on earth shall be considered loosed in 

heaven. ôI tell you solemnly once again, if two of you on earth 

agree to ask anything at all, it will be granted to you by my 

Father in heaven. For where two or three meet in my name, I
